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Abstract

This research was aimed : 1) to compare the reading comprehension priror and after the reading
treatment using the MIA and SQ3R teaching techniques of grade 6 students; 2) to compare the reading
comprehension priror and after the reading treatment using the MIA teaching techniques of grade 6 students; 3)
to compare the reading comprehension priror and after the reading treatment using the SQ3R teaching tech-
niques of grade 6 students; 4) to study the satisfaction of the reading treatment using the MIA and SQ3R teaching
technique of grade 6 students. The population of the study were 150 grade 6 students of Ban Maekhree {Sa-wing
Prachasan) School, under the Office of Education, Region 2 Phatthalung Province. The cluster random sampling
technique was used to select two groups of subjects 30 class 6/2 and class 6/4 30 each. Three sets of instruments
were employed in the data collection process; 1) 8 leamning plans using MIA teaching technique, 8 leamning plans
using SQ3R teaching technique ; 2) a pre -treatment reading comprehension test and a post-treatment reading
comprehension test, each comprising 30 test items; 3) two 15-item questionnaires examining the subjects’
satisfaction on the treatment using MIA and SQ3R techniques. The statistics used consisted of means (), standard
deviation (S.D.}, t-test Dependent, and t-test Independent.

The following results were found : 1) The subjects’ reading comprehension prior and after the treatment
using the MIA and SQ3R teaching techniques were not significantly different; 2) The subjects’ reading compre-
hension after the treatment using MIA teaching technique was found statistically higher than that of pre-treat-
ment at .01; 3) The subjects’ reading comprehension after the treatment using SQ3R teaching technique was
found statistically higher than that of pre-treatment at .01. 4) The subjects’ satisfaction on the MIA and SQ3R.
teaching techniques were found at 2 high level.
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
