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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were : (1) to compare the ability in English
reading of students of primary grade 6 before and after being taught by SQ3R teaching
method with Project - based leamning, and (2) to study the student's opinions with the
use of SQ3R with Project - based leaming.

The research populations consisted of 30 students of primary grade 6
of Bankhuanphanangtung school, Khuankanun District, Phatthalung Province.
Enrolling data was collected in the first term of the 2008 academic year. The research
was experimental with one group pretest - posttest design as well as pre - and
post- experiment evaluation.

The instruments of the experiment consisted of (1) eight reading materials
plans of reading using SQ3R reading teaching method with Project - based learing,
(2} two pre-leaming and post-leaming tests to measure the ability in English reading
subjects, and (3} a questionnaire on the subjects attitudes towards with the Reading
SQ3R teaching method with Project - based learning.

The data analysis and the statistics regarding the student's ability in English
reading before and after being taught by the SQ3R Re_ading teaching method with
Project - based learning as well as the student’s opinions with the Reading teaching
method SQ3R with Project — based learning involved the use of mean values and
standard deviation values

The research findings were as follows

1. The student’s ability in English reading after the learning was higher than
that before .
2. The student's apinions with the Reading teaching method SQ3R with

Project — based learning was at a high level.
