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An Analysis of Matching between Students’ Learning Styles and
Their Teacher’s Teaching Styles Relating to the English Learning
Achievement of Bachelor Degree Students
at Thaksin University
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Abstract

This study investigated English learning styles of the second year
students enrolling in 0115103 English 2 and their teacher's teaching styles,
perceived by the students. The purposes of this study were 1) to find out
what English learning styles the students preferred and what English teaching
styles the teacher practiced, ?) to analyze the level of matching between
the students’ preferred learning styles and their teacher's practiced teaching
styles. and 3) to analyze the relaticnship of the level of matching between
learning and 'teaching styles on the English learning achievement. The
researcher collecled the data by using The Students’ Preferred English
Learning Style Questionnaire and The Teacher's Practiced English Teaching
Style Questionnaire. Students’ total marks in the course they were taking
represented their leamning achieverment. The researcher analyzed the data
obtained to find out the students’ preferred learmning styles and the teacher's
practiced teaching styles by using arithmetic means and standard deviation
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and to find out the level of matching between the students’ learning and
their teacher’s teaching styies by using Pearson Correlatiocn Coefficient,
and to analyze the relationship of the level of matching between iearning
and teaching styles on the English learning achievemeant by Chi-Square
Test. It was found that the students mostly preferred analytic and global
earning styles, preferred ambiguity-intclerant, visual, group. reflective,
ambiguity-tolerant, tactile, auditory. impulsive and kinesthetic learning styles,
and rarely preferred individual learning style. And the teacher mostly taught
through intolerant of ambiguity and analytic teaching styles, frequently taught
through intolerant of ambiguity, group. reflective, tactile, visual and impulsive
teaching styles, and modsrately taught through global, auditery, individual,
and kinesthetic teaching styles. It was also found that there were two styles
with high level of matching: they were analytic and group styles. The levsl
of matching between learning and teaching did not relate to English tearning
achievement.
